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2011 is a special year, because in April the first batch of our students was going to take the national ex-
ams. [t was an exciting and nervous time for all of us in Indonesia and Holland as well. We all kept our
fingers crossed and were very relieved to hear that they all passed the examinations. Five boys and three
girls were now able to continue with their higher secondary education. Congratulations to Halima, Inas,
‘Wiwin and Dian, Ramdani, Ujang, Rustandi and Ramdani Firdaus. Two girls, Halima, the recipient of
the Anak Belajar scholarship, and Inas rapported their plans to enter the SMKN (vocational school) in
Sukabumi and three boys, Dian, Ujang and Ramdani decided to enrol at the Technical school in Cisaat.
With proper further education they hope for employment in computing, book keeping, agricultural ma-
chinery and car industry.

To celebrate the good results, Ibu
Neneng, the schoolteacher who is respon-
sible for handing out the weekly stipends
and Titi Setiawati, our fieldworker,
organized a thank you party with our
students in the traditional Indonesian
way: enjoying a nasi kuning meal

(festive yellow rice) together.

On this occasion all students wrote a
personal message to Ibu Mismis (aka
Mies, our chair of Stichting Java Village)
to thank SJV and the sponsors, who made
it possible for them to continue three
more years of secondary education after
they finished elementary school.
